This document outlines the lcnninnlion ofthe Nationtll Historic Preservation Act's Section 106 process 
as the U.S. Department of Lubor (the Department) has cancelled its current undertaking to redevelop 
the Gulfport Job Corps Center. find affirms the Department's intention to begin It new Section tOO 
Process, ItS appropriate, for the redevelopment of the Cunter. 

As the Department previously stnted in its December 2011 Section 106 white pnper to the Advisory 
Council on Historic Prescrvlttion (ACHP), ifan agreement coul<! not he reached by MllJcil 15,2012, 
the Department would he rtlquired to cancel the current construction contract for tbe redevelopmeut of 
the Gulfport Joh C'..orps Center in order to preserve $t8,575,223 of the $23,038,223 allocated to this 
project, and which IIrc set to expire on lone 30, 201 2 (the remaining $4,463,000 of the funds were 
appropriated in the ItHemmth of I lurricane ~atrina. nnd have no expiration date). 

Thc Department has earefuHy considered ~ach party's position in this matler and appreciates each 
party's contribution and dedication to hoth the preservation ofthe.fonncr 33r<\ Avenue High School 
and the redevelopmCflt of the Gulfport Job Corps Ccuter. The Department believes !hut all purties 
have negotiated lind worked together in good faith, throughout the Section 106 prOCellS, to fCltCh a 
m\Jtultlly beneficio.l resolution. 

Unfortunatt::1y, despil~ the p!U1ies' best cfiorls, !Ill agreement to move forward with the current project 
could not bc reached by M/lrcll 15. Accordingly, the Department has decided to tcmlLnale its current 
oonstntction contract lUlu roobligatc tne Ilpproximatdy $ 18 million in Job Corps construction f\Jnds to 
oth~ shovel·rl!udy Joh Corps center projects. 

The Department will continue tu work with the ACHP, the Mississippi Department of Archives:md 
IIistOTY (MDM l), and the City of Gulfport to reach nn Ilgreement for the recordntion oflhe fomlCr 33rd 
Avenue High School buildings tmd to secure and protect them in a nllU'lner that prevent:;; ~ 
!\Ib,;,ificant deterioration 10 the buildings und that nvoids imminent d,mgcr to occupnnts ul\(l employees 
of the Gullport Jub Corps Center.
